2. QUEEN ELIZABETH NATION AL PARK.

Day 4, 5, 6,/& 8: Safari in Queen Elizabeth National Park

From open savannah to rainforest, fadense papyrus swamps and brooding crater lakes to the vastness of
Lake Edward, it is little wonder that QENP boasts one of the highest biodiversity ratings of any game reserve
in the world.

Almost 100 mammal species and a remarkable 606 bird specitdgssalesh safari territory, with

elephant, a profusion of hippos, the elusive giant forest hog and handsome Uganda kob all regularly sighted
around the tourist village on the Mweya Peningtiligh also boasts a marvelous waterfront setting in the
shadw of the Rwenzori MountainEIlsewhere, the remote Ishasha Sector is famed for-déntitgiag

lions, the Kyambura Gorge harbours habituated chimps, the Maramagambo Forest is home to an alluring
selection of forest monkeys and birds, and flocks afidlamre resident on the crater lakes.

The park contains about 770 square miles (1995 km?) of tremendous scenic variety, including volcanic craters
and crater lakes, grassy plains, swamps, rivers, lakes and tropical forest. The snowcapped Ruwenzori
Mountans lie to the north and are not part of the park itself. The park is being extended to give migratory
species more protection while moving to and from Virunga National Park in the Congo.

A two-hour launch trip on the Kazinga Channel, which joins Lakes&E(ake Rwitanzige) and George,
affords excellent opportunities for viewing hippo and a great variety of waterfowl at close range. The launch



trip departs from just below Mweya Lodge and should not be missed.
The KatweKikorongo area in the north ofalpark has several saline lakes.

The Chambura Gorge, located on the northeast boundary of the park, has a population of chimpanzees.
Trekkers descend from the savannah into a tropical rain forest within the gorge.

South of the Kazinga Channel, the Magamé&o Forest is home for large numbers of chimpanzees, black
and white colobus monkeys, the rare red colobus monkeys, blue moriedgsl neohkeys and baboons.
The Ishasha region in the south of the park is famous for-itfirtreimg lions.

Elephantare present, as well as buffalo, leopard, sitatunga, giant forest hog, Uganda kob, topi and Defassa
waterbuck. Over 540 species of birds have been recorded, including the rare-jmekistpsicoebill
(whaleheaded stork), which may be sighted atenghtores of Lake George and in the Ishasha region.

Interestingly enough, there are no giraffe, zebra, or impala, rhino and only a few crocodile have been sighted
in the Kazinga Channel, while none have been seen in Lakes Edward or George. Theue dedigiles
to have been killed long ago by volcanic activity.

A central dining area, also under canvas, provides a comfortable environment for meals and an outdoor
lounge area besides the river, and evening fireplace venue for guests completes theaxgqtiermgesh
offered at thisamp.

3. KIBALE NATIONAL PARK. CHIMPANZEES.

Days 9 & 1Q Kibale National Park

The most accessible of Uganda's major rainforests, Kibale is home to a remarkable 13 primate species,
including the very localised red colobus and L'Hoest's monkey.

Kibale's major attraction, however, is the opportunity to track habituated ¢h@spsielightful apes, more
closely related to humans than to any other living creature, are tremendous fun to watch as they squabble and
play in fruiting trees.

A networkof shady forest trails provides much to delight botanists and butterfly lovers, while birders are in
for a treat with 335 species recorded including the endemic Prirogrine's ground thrush.



The elusive forest elephant, smaller and hairier than its lsacamarpart, moves seasonally into the
developed part of the park, while other terrestrial mammals include buffalo, giant forest hog and a half dozen
antelope species.

Day 11 & 12: Kasese
Both teams meet back at the Hotel Margherita in Kasese.

We will spend as much time here as we can to work with Bishop Masereka at his medical care clinic and
attend the Rotary Club of Kasese on Tuesday night.
